EDUC 5613A: Methods in Elementary Social Studies Education (M W 12:00 - 2:50) This 

course focuses on the prevalent themes of social studies education and explores elementary school 

(K-5) social studies with a focus on geography, history, political science, and economics and the 

social aspects of health education. Through the study of instructional practices, teacher candidates 

will design meaningful, interdisciplinary learning experiences that develop students' competences 

in subject matter and foster critical skills needed to understand practical and ethical issues that face 

communities. The course intends to help teacher candidates articulate a conception of social 

studies education and its goals while exploring a variety of strategies that promote respect for 

diversity and foster democratic learning in the classroom.  (Maximum enrollment: 30)

Candidates who provide 

evidence supporting their ability to foster a positive learning environment will be given preference.
