SCWK 6033A  Advanced Theory for Social Administration (Wednesday, 1:30PM – 4:30PM) 

This course is designed to provide an in-depth and advanced understanding of organizational management in 
human services. We will review and critically analyze major theories of organizational change and administration 
including ethics and diversity, promoting positive organizational culture, program design and administration, 
funding and accountability, strategic management, change management, and the analysis of power and 
empowerment in supervisory positions.
