Health at Residential Schools
According to the Chief medical officer for Canada's Department of
Interior and Indian Affairs, Peter Henderson Bryce, mortality rates are
alarmingly high for Indigenous children attending residential schools.
Lack of proper sanitation and poor living conditions left students
vulnerable to multiple diseases (e.g. tuberculosis, influenza, Spanish
flu, etc.)

Settlement Agreement (IRSSA) SEPTEMBER

The IRSSA is a class action settlement that recognized
the damage inflicted on Indigenous peoples that
attended residential schools. The multi-billion-dollar
fund was put in place to support former residential
school survivors in their recovery.
